Assignment: Your group will be responsible for researching one, assigned Literary Movement and then creating a presentation for the class in which you teach your peers about the movement. 
Your project should include the following information:
1. Definition and explanation of the movement
2. Major tenets/aspects of the movement
3. Famous authors/writers of the period
4. The writing style/themes of the movement
5. Famous books written during the period
6. Societal Influences/Context
You do NOT need to write an essay or turn in your research; however, you are REQUIRED to create a visual presentation, which you will use to teach the class about your movement. Your visual should include the most important information, as well as pictures and any other images that are appropriate or related to your topic. It should be neat, organized, and thorough. 
You will need to be thoroughly informed about your assignment because your peers or I may ask you questions which you should be able to answer. You will be graded on the content of your presentation, as well the visual itself.
