Persuasive Essay

Directions: Write an essay that persuades your reader that your god or goddess deserves their title
· Needs to be 12 point Times New Roman and double-spaced. —5 paragraphs, MLA format.

· You need to have a headline — a creative one! Not Persuasive Essay
· Reread your work! Grammar counts!
Introduction:

1. Capture your reader’s attention. 

2. Present your issue clearly—make clear the varying positions on the issue.

3. State your thesis. Take a definite stand that you are prepared to support. State your reasons for support in your thesis statement. 

Body:

1. In each body paragraph, focus on one reason to support your opinion and back up your reason with evidence! EACH PARAGRAPH SHOULD HAVE ONE IDEA, WITH REASONING, EVIDENCE, AND SUPPORT.
2. You may use comparison, contrast, analogy, statistical evidence, examples, anecdotes, personal experience and observation, or any combination of methods and materials to support your ideas.
3. Don’t forget to order your evidence, building to your strongest support. You want to go out with a BANG!
Opposing Views:

 
Remember to address opposing viewpoints. Because this is crucial to a strong argument, you should devote a paragraph to stating the strongest opposing view and giving reasons NOT to support it.

Conclusion:

1. Pull together the main supporting points of your discussion and reinforce your thesis sentence.

2. Avoid overstating your case; your conclusion should be warranted by the evidence you have presented.

3. Avoid literally repeating your thesis
Remember:
Always maintain a reasonable and formal tone. This means no 1st person (I, we, us) or second (you)
Use transitions between sentences and paragraphs.
