Rhetorical Terms
1. Imagery:
The use of description that helps the reader imagine how something looks, sounds, feels, smells, or taste.  Most of the time, it refers to appearance.  For example, “The young bird’s white, feathered wings flutter as he made his way across the nighttime sky.”
2. Diction:
 The choice and use of words and phrases in speech or writing.
3. Simile:
	A comparison using like or as
4. Syntax:
The arrangement of words and phrases to create well-formed sentences in a language (orderly, confusing, clear, precise, etc.)
5. Repetition:
The action of repeating something that has already been written (meaning with words as we will use them)
6. Tone
The author’s attitude to his or her subject.
