Environmentalism Club’s Petition
In environmentalism, there is a concept called waste hierarchy. This hierarchy is also known as the three R’s – reduce, reuse, and recycle. With regards to paper, Damien is already following the third R – recycling. We ask that the school also learn to reduce and reuse.

1. Instead of simply recycling paper, we ask that the school’s board require all teachers to print on both sides of papers; furthermore, they should print two pages per side of paper (i.e. each page shrunk to 50%) whenever possible. Therefore regardless of whether they print 1 page or 4 pages, they will still be using only one sheet of paper. (Debate files are exempt from this, but we ask that any paper waste by debaters be contributed to part 2 of suggestion #3.)
2. They should also be required to change the margin of all papers to .25” thereby allowing for much more conservation. Teachers should also tell students to print their homework with .25” margin. 
3. Teachers often pass out paper that more and ¾ of us don’t look at. 1) We ask that the school’s board require that teachers just post these papers on Moodle. 2) And for paper/flyers that really must be printed, we ask that teachers print the papers on scratch paper instead of on brand new paper.

4. Since we are in a technological era, 1) we also ask that the school’s board promote the use of Moodle for homework, so that students do not have to use as much paper. 2) In addition, instead of printing out copies of in-class material for every student, we ask that teachers instead use the projectors since almost every classroom has a projector installed.
5. There are a few teachers who have also been implementing paper conservation methods of their own. If you are one of these teachers, please present your idea to other teachers.
